	Bilateral aid

Assistance from one government to another. More is being done as grants for environmental and sustainable development projects rather than as loans that increase the burden of debt of developing countries.


	Canadian Coalition for the Rights of the Child

Conducts research on how well Canada is fulfilling it obligations under the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.



	Cod fishing

Until recent years, fishing was the backbone of the Newfoundland economy. After the Second World War, European countries and Canada greatly over fished the area with huge fishing boats. In 1977, Canada declared a 200-mile fishing limit. However, the stocks continued to decline until in 1992 cod fishing was banned by the Canadian government in the hopes that the cod stocks would replenish themselves.


	Convention on the Rights of the Child

Adopted by the United Nations General Assembly in 1989. Protects the economic, social, and cultural rights of children around the world.

	Equalization payments

An aspect of Canadian federalism whereby the federal government collects money through direct taxation and then redistributes it to the "have not" provinces, ensuring that all provinces can maintain adequate standards in health and education services.
	Equal Pay for Work of Equal Value

The idea that people doing the same type of work must receive the same amount of pay regardless of sex or racial background.



	Fox, Terry 1958-1981

In 1980 e attempted to run across Canada, despite having lost a leg to cancer. His "Marathon of Hope" ended near Thunder Bay, Ontario, when cancer was discovered in his lungs. He died the following year, but the annual Terry Fox Run since then has raised millions of dollars for cancer research.


	Green peace

Environmentalist movement established in British Columbia in 1970.  From that year to the present, it has been one of the key NGOs in the world to bring about change in attitudes towards environmental protection. Causes have ranged from protesting against nuclear testing to preventing the destruction of old growth forest.



	Gulf War 1991

Iraq, led by Saddam Hussein, invaded neighboring Kuwait in August 1990. The United Nations subsequently approved the use of force to evict the lraqi forces. Canada joined the American-led coalition that defeated the lraqi forces between January 17 and February 28, 1991.  Canada provided three warships and 26 aircraft, together with other smaller units of the armed forces. The force, which was over 4000 strong, suffered no casualties.
	Immigration policy

Set by the federal government to determine the number of immigrants that would be allowed into the country. After the Second world War, mainly Europeans were preferred as immigrants. By 1967, however, that had changed to accepting people from all areas, provided they met criteria for education and-employment prospects.



	Inflation

An increase in the price of a commodity or service. Inflation is usually described as a percentage increase over the previous year of the cost of typical goods and services. In Canada, an increase of 2% is considered to be very low and an increase of 12% would be considered to be high. In 1981, inflation reached an all-time high of over 18%. In 2005, inflation was at an all-time low of less than 2%.


	Land Mines Treaty

More than 120 countries have signed a treaty that bans the use of land mines. Land mines have been responsible for the maiming or death of

hundreds or thousands of civilians (often children) long after an actual war is over. Unfortunately, both the USA and Russia have refused to

sign the treaty, which was instigated by Canada's Lloyd Axworthy when he was Canada's foreign minister during the 1990's.

	Mega Project

Massive-scale projects that require great amounts of money to build. Examples include the Trans-Canada Highway and the St. Lawrence

Seaway.


	Murdoch, Irene

A farmer who divorced her abusive husband in 1968 and claimed that she was entitled to half the farm. Her claim went to the Supreme Court of Canada and was denied. In 1973, as a result of a huge public outcry, she was granted a payment. Her case resulted in legislation which brought about equal division of assets in a divorce case.



	National Debt

The total amount of money owed by the government of Canada. The national debt became a problem for Canada during the 1970s and 1980s when both Liberal and Conservative governments spent much more money than they took in. Many deficit budgets were followed by surplus budgets starting in the late 1990s. Some of the surplus is used to pay down the national debt which is still over 500 billion dollars.


	National Energy Program (NEP)

Established by the Trudeau government after the 1970s oil crisis. Its three main purposes were: to lower Canadians' consumption of oil, to maintain a made-in-Canada price for oil (as opposed to a world price), and to promote Canadian oil self-sufficiency.



	Non-governmental Organizations (NGOs)

Relief and development organizations that represent religious or service groups operating aid projects in developing countries. Some examples of NCOs include the Red Cross, Doctors Without Borders, and World Vision.


	Regional alienation

Refers to areas of Canada where the provincial governments and/or the people feel that the federal government has treated them badly or unfairly. An example would be the feeling of Albertans when the federal government introduced the National Energy Policy in 1980. Albertans believed it was their right to profit from the increase in the price of oil.

	Rwandan Genocide 1994

During a civil war, the majority Hutus massacred approximately 800 000 of the minority Tutsi people in the small central African country of Rwanda. Canadian General Rom6o Dallaire was the commander of a small UN peacekeeping force. His calls for a larger force were ignored and the genocide took place. This lack of action is considered to be one of the UN's greatest failures in peacekeeping.


	Tied aid

Aid given by one country to another that has certain conditions attached to it. These conditions may include having to buy some or all of a certain product from the country giving the aid.



	Trans-Canada Highway
The longest single highway in the world. It stretches from St. john's, Newfoundland to Victoria, British Columbia. Construction was first started in the 1920s, but the major work took place in the 1950s and 60s. The highway was completed in 1970.


	United Nations International Children Emergency Fund (UNICEF)

The United Nations agency that deals with children's issues around the world.



	Canadian Airborne Regiment
Sent to Somalia for a difficult peacekeeping mission called UNISOM. However, the actions they took tarnished their own reputation. 
	UNAMIR
The first UN mission to Rwanda.  Romeo Dallaire was an influential figure in attempting to stop the impending Genocide. 

	UNPROFOR 

UN peacekeeping mission in Sarejevo. There was a civil war at the time.
